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Atuais desafios éticos e deontoldogicos em medicina veterinaria e a
experiéncia da entidade de supervisao

A crescente atengdo publica ao estatuto moral dos animais e a responsabilidade
profissional tem vindo a colocar novos desafios a medicina veterindria enquanto
profissao cientifica regulada. A revisdo do Cddigo Deontoldgico da Ordem dos
Médicos Veterindgrios (OMV), em vigor desde 2021, foi acompanhada por uma
analise sistematica da pratica profissional, integrando evidéncia cientifica, reflexao
ética e dados da acéao regulatoria exercida pela OMV. Esta abordagem permitiu
identificar conflitos éticos recorrentes, zonas de ambiguidade normativa e lacunas
na formagéo dos médicos veterinarios. Os resultados sublinham a relevancia da
deontologia na pratica veterinaria e tém implicagcbes diretas para o ensino e a
regulacdo profissional, temas consistentemente em debate a nivel nacional e

internacional.



Current ethical and deontological challenges in veterinary medicine and the
experience of the supervisory authority
The growing public attention to the moral status of animals and to professional
responsibility has posed new challenges to veterinary medicine as a regulated
scientific profession. The revision of the Code of Professional Conduct of the Ordem
dos Médicos Veterinarios (Portuguese Veterinary Association, OMV), in force since
2021, was accompanied by a systematic analysis of professional practice,
integrating scientific evidence, ethical reflection and data from the regulatory action
carried out by the OMV. This approach made it possible to identify recurring ethical
conflicts, areas of normative ambiguity and gaps in the training of veterinary
surgeons. The findings underline the relevance of professional ethics in veterinary
practice and have direct implications for education and professional regulation,

issues that are consistently debated at both national and international levels.
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
